What can you determine from this:

Three random locations, in different states!  I have recently taken over these divisions and noticed that unlike the rest they are using a NTP SERVER of 199.250.138.1 which appears to be a ISP of some sort!  Now the previous admin, is no longer around form me to consult! No one is suppose to have console accesss and we use TACAS for our Net. admins to access!  None of them have done anything to these devices! My local Telco has opened proactive tickets on these locations, because these devices appear to go off line!  They obviously are not going off line, if 

1. someone is console into them and the log is recorded

2. they are administrativly shuting down FA interface, and etc.
